A foster home will provide a temporary
home for an animal in need. It not only will
provide more space at the Shelter, but it will
give the fostered animal a better chance
at being adopted. After a VVHS pet has
beenin a foster home environment, the shel-
ter and the foster care provider can give a
better description of the animal’s behaviors

and habits.

This will enable the Shelter to make a
better match between the potential adopter
and the pet. The interaction between the
foster family, their pets, and the foster pet is
crucial to the eventual placement. We want
to place the foster pets in the most suitable
permanent homes.

The responsibilities of the foster family
help acclimate the pet to a normal home
environment. The responsibilities might
include: house training, obedience train-
ing, providing good nutrition, medical
attention, and plenty of love and TLC. Pets
will adapt to your lifestyle when given proper
care, time and guidance.

The Foster Care Program works to help
ensure a proper match between pet and
family. We want the adoption to work the
first time, every time. The foster fam-
ily must take an active role in finding a
permanent home for the fostered animal.
This might include calling friends, relatives,
and fellow employees, going to off-site adop-
tion centers, and doing whatever else may
lead to a permanent adoption.

All prospective foster care providers
must fill out a Foster Care Application and
return it to the Verde Valley Humane Society.
The application will be reviewed and if you
are approved the Shelter will contact you.
All of these steps are necessary to ensure
the well being of the foster pet.
